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When calling to report animal cruelty, be sure to include the following:

Must Have:
1. Name of the person you believe is involved, if known.

2. Is this person the owner of the animal(s)?

3. Exact Address & City where the animal is located. If you have a zip code it is helpful, but the first two are mandatory. If you do not have an exact address, give cross streets or exact directions to the site.

4. What type of animal? i.e. dog, cat, horse, cow, etc.

5. How many animals?

6. What type of cruelty are you reporting:

· Lack of food

· Lack of shelter

· Disease or medical emergency

· Infliction of injury or abuse

7. Be sure to leave the following in your message or conversation with a cruelty investigator:

· Your full name

· Phone contact where you can be reached for more information

Helpful to Have:

8. When (Date & Time) the incident occurred, or how long the cruelty has been in progress.

9. Are there other witnesses to the incident or neighbors that will give information? Will any of these people agree to testify if a case is filed and it goes to trial.

10. Is it an owned animal(s) or a stray(s)?
